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Since 2006, the Iowa Youth Congress has sought to prepare minority high school students to be future 
civic leaders.  The Iowa high schools with the highest minority populations are invited to participate.  
Each high school is assigned a number of representatives (this year varying from one to six), based on 
their minority population.  This year, 48 target schools have been identified as potential participants, 
based on their minority populations.  Several new schools have qualified to participate for the first time 
this year, including some smaller communities.  A few examples are: Burlington, Linn-Mar, Clinton, 

Mason City, Fort Madison and Lewis Central.   

 

The 100 student representatives elected yearly convene in the House Chambers, where they hold  
elections and then propose, debate and pass three bills.  Then the bills are actually proposed to state 

lawmakers.  The 2009 Iowa Youth Congress will be November 13-14, 2009, in Des Moines.   

 

Many former members now attend top universities.  Students say the experience has ñopened their 
eyes tremendouslyò and ñmade an impactò on their lives.  They credit the Youth Congress with        
revealing possibilities, and for providing a practical way to directly experience the concepts of          
representative government, democratic values and civic participation.  For more information, please

New Research Explores The Sometimes Rough Road To Adulthood 
WASHINGTON, D.C., August 27, 2009  

Low-income African American youth engage in fewer risky behaviors than low-income 
white youth, a new Urban Institute analysis of federal data reveals. And, a companion 
analysis shows second-generation Latinos make a more successful transition into the 

labor market than black and third-generation Latino youth. 

 

Between ages 18 and 24, 56 percent of second-generation Latinos are consistently   
connected to school or jobs. Thatôs higher than for third-generation Latinos (44 percent) 
and blacks (42 percent) but lower than for whites (65 percent). Yet, second-generation 
Latinos are as likely to hold regular jobs or to be in school as white youth with similar 

personal, family, and neighborhood characteristics.

Recently the Division of Latino Affairs has received calls in regards to people 

looking for a long-term facility such as a nursing home, assisted living, or 

independent living, for their loved one.  The most important issue is finding a 

long-term facility that could communicate with those loved ones that have not 

quite mastered the English language.  As an Intern with a background in 

Child, Adult, and Family Services at Iowa State, as well as a strong interest 

in working with older adults, I worked with Melissa to create a survey that will 

become a directory of long-term facilities in Iowa.  

This directory would show whether or not the facility has bilingual staff, the 

services  provided, location and contact information.  Over this past month, I 

have been working on this survey for all 443 of the nursing homes in Iowa.  

Contact has been made with about 200 nursing homes by e-mail or by    

telephone. Further contact will be made throughout the month of September.

USCIS Updates Form I-9 to  

Reflect New Expiration Date 
Date: 9/3/2009 

U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) has issued 
a new version of the form I-9, bearing a revision date of August 
7, 2009. The new form will remain valid until August 31, 2012. 
The current version of the I-9 form can be downloaded 

from USCIS.gov. 

 

Because no substantive changes were introduced with the new 
revision, employers are permitted to continue using the prior 
form I-9 with a revision date of February 2, 2009. The February 
2, 2009 version of the form is likely to ultimately be retired,  
however, so employers are advised to begin using the August 7, 

2009 revision as soon as possible.
